THE SOLEMNITY OF CORPUS CHRISTI 
 

On the Solemnity of the Body and Blood of Christ, also called 

Corpus Christi, we remember the Last Supper and the 

transubstantiation of bread and wine into the Body and Blood of 

Jesus Christ. Corpus Christi is an opportunity for thanksgiving and 

joyful manifestation of our faith in the real presence of Christ in 

the Eucharist; an integral part of the ceremony is a procession. 

Corpus Christi is also associated with the Solemnity of the 

Sacred Heart of Jesus which is celebrated following the octave 

of Corpus Christi, that is, on Friday, 8 days after Corpus Christi 

which was traditionally celebrated on a Thursday. 
 

Today after the 11:00 a.m. Mass, there will be a procession to 

four altars set up on the side streets around the church. The 

procession will end at the Credit Union parking lot. We invite 

everyone to participate and give witness to the world that Christ is 

truly present in the Sacrament of Eucharist.

JUNE 28th – THE SACRED HEART OF JESUS 
 

The Sacred Heart is a religious devotion to Jesus' heart as the 

representation of divine love for humanity. The Feast of the Sacred 

Heart has been a Solemnity in the Roman Catholic liturgical 

calendar since 1856 and is celebrated 19 days after Pentecost. As 

Pentecost is always celebrated on Sunday, the Feast of the Sacred 

Heart always falls on a Friday. 
 

MISSIONARY ANIMATION 
 

Every year during summer time, the Archdiocese of Toronto is 

holding in its parishes a program called Missionary Animation. 

Missionaries from Mission countries are invited to preach homilies 

and present their work. At the same time a second collection is 

taken for those presented Missions. Our parish will be hosting Fr. 

Stanislaw Oller, OMI from Madagascar during the weekend of 

June 29/30. Fr. Stanislaw was born in Chojnice, Poland. He was 

ordained in 1981. A year later, Fr. Stanislaw got his obedience to 

Madagascar. Presently, he works at Volobe, 60km west of 

Tamatave. There are currently sixty Christian communities 

totaling 4800 Catholics. It is a very vast mission, the furthest 

community from the central mission Volobe. Roads do not exist 

there at all, there are only trails. The MISSION CO-OP envelopes 

are at the entrance hall to the church.
